A description of the activity/experience/issue (what, when)


Jean Piaget’s theory is about providing a stimulating environment for the children within the environment.  He believed that children go through four different stages throughout their development.  The first stage is sensori-motor stage, this is from birth to 2 which means they are using their gross and physical skills they have to explore the environment around them.  The next stage is pre-operational stage, which is from 2-7 years old, this stage is when children will think about objects more than just exploring.  The next stage is called concrete operations, this is 7- 12 years old, this is when children will use more logical thinking when doing things.  The last stage is formal operation which is 12 years onwards, this is when we use more abstract thinking and can deal with a lot more complex issues.  

Piaget’s theory relates to the care of children as it is all about creating a stimulating environment for the children to learn and grow.  This theory is about letting the child take the lead, so getting them to choose activities they would like out and choose their own interests and ideas.  The role of a practitioner using this theory is do observe and see when the best time to interact with the child and maybe change their experience by doing something different with what they have.
