Impact on my own learning and implications for my future practice





I speak with parents as often I can about the importance of reading at home, but I would like to bring in my setting a new habit and develop a session called “My brain needs you…come and read with me” once a month where parents have to come and read with their child/ren in the nursery for 10-15 min. After the session will be a short conversation about reading and the importance of it. On each session I will set up a challenge that they can complete it over a week or two so in this way they will hopefully develop a habit in reading every day with children.
