Research they rationale and the introduction of the 2 yr check.

>Goal: to allow Key Person, health visitor and parents share and check the level of progress of the 3 prime areas of a child between ages of 24-36 months. Enhance partnerships to share information. Identify any parental preferences eg religious observations.

>It should focus on what the child can do, or what is less than expected.
It serves as a springboard to begin the learning journey and know the child. The health visitors input could highlight any particular medical needs or other developmental information to assist the KP in planning for the child’s learning and development whilst at he setting in order to deliver he EYFS to the unique child. It will be the foundation for ongoing assessment. Other agencies may be engaged eg Vision. This may be the ideal tie to assess for any particular signs of SEND so the provision can be made available.

>the child’s voice should also heard as an active participant. If a child has been in a childcare setting prior to the check, examples of their observations and creativity, for example, may add to the evidence or reflections. 


 



>considerations: it is not mandatory for a child to attend nursery or preschool. This check may be missed form the point of view of educational input, or very much delayed which could result in a subsequent delay in support.

>It can be challenging, in reality to meet in person with parents, Educarer and health visitor at the same time. Timetables often do not support this process but I feel that it would be most ideal to try for this.

>I have not been involved in the process at our setting as yet, however we did have some new starters this summer term applicable for a two year progress check as soon as they have settled with us.  I have arranged to be included in the process with a more experienced practitioner. Due to covid restrictions, it is more likely this will be a paper exercise shared electronically between professionals and parents. 
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
