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A description of the activity/experience/issue (what, when)





The outdoor learning provides children with the best environment in which children can learn/develop/explore. Also, this is an endless place of resources so children’s learning can be supported every minute in a different way with resources that cannot be found/used inside sometimes. 


Outside children experience as they learn new skills and make fresh discoveries – “the best kept classroom and the richest cupboard are roofed only by the sky” Margaret McMillan (1925).





Montessori Outdoor learning –“Nature in Education”.


This approach places children on the first line and suggests that adults should be there for children only when children need their support. Montessori approach suggests that the outdoor environment plays a crucial role in children’s development and children should be let to discover the nature. Also, by allowing children to discover the outside world that is full of beautiful sounds, sights, texture and life will make children aware of all the beauty around them.


When playing outside children learn about the natural elements, weather, seasonal changes, plants and animals and in this way, they will not only establish a good relationship with the nature but will also enhance their imagination and curiosity about the world around them. 


Montessori put a great emphasis on the value of nature and nature education. She believed that is should be used as an extension of the classroom –“there must be provision for the child to have contact with the nature; to understand and appreciate the other, the harmony and the beauty in nature” Maria Montessori.
